SWRMPO FFY 2018-2021 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)

TAG Action Requested: Review and support TIP amendment endorsement by SWRMPO.

Background: The FFY2018-2021 South Western Region TIP was endorsed by the MPO on August
17,2017. The TIP was incorporated into the larger Statewide TIP, which was approved by USDOT
and EPA on October 19, 2017.

Amendment #2019-0321:

0158-0217: Rehabilitation of Bridge No. 00072 carrying Sasco Creek Road over 1-95 in Westport

This CTDOT-requested amendment is intended to add a new project to the TIP in the Town of
Westport. The project would provide a superstructure replacement to Bridge No. 00072 which
carries Sasco Creek Road over |-95. This amendment covers the preliminary design, final design,
right of way, and construction phases of the project and would total approximately $7.55 million.
The project is funded through the Federal Highway Administration’s Bridge Off System Program.
Preliminary engineering is anticipated to begin in July of 2019 and includes a preliminary design
and final design split.
